

The Honor Society of Food Science and Technology 

Early Career Accomplishment Award 
The Early Career Accomplishment Award, sponsored by Phi Tau Sigma, is designed to recognize outstanding contributions to the field of Food Science and Technology by Phi Tau Sigma members early in their careers.  
The award comes with a plaque, an honorarium of $2000, and an invitation to present a webinar as part of the Phi Tau Sigma Webinar series (live or recorded).
Candidates (Nominees) shall have been a Member in Good Standing of Phi Tau Sigma for at least 2 years by the Awards Ceremony, and have earned their last degree 10 years or less by the time of nomination.      
The Nominator shall be a Phi Tau Sigma Member in Good Standing.  There shall be no self-nominations. The nomination email shall come from the Nominator, with the Letter of Reference writers copied.
“Members in Good Standing” are defined by the Phi Tau Sigma Constitution as “those whose dues are paid up-to-date.” [Article II – Membership, Section 2, Member.]

The Phi Tau Sigma Early Career Accomplishment Award shall be presented yearly at the annual Phi Tau Sigma Awards Ceremony.

Nominations shall include the Nomination Form (below), and a Nomination Statement of a maximum of 1500 words describing the contributions of the nominee to the field of Food Science and Technology.  Material in the Nomination Statement in excess of the word limit shall not be considered in the evaluation process.  The nomination document shall also include a Nomination Letter from the Nominator (two page maximum), two (2) Letters of Reference (2 page maximum per letter), and the Nominee’s curriculum vitae.
The Nomination Form, Statement, Letters, and curriculum vitae, in one document, shall be submitted to the Chair of the Awards Committee, with a copy to the Executive Director, via email by January 1 of each year.  A photograph (optional but encouraged), and 2 to 3 paragraph Summary of the nomination statement (in Word), both suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter, and Phi Tau Sigma social media, shall be sent to the Executive Director by the same date. Please write “Early Career Accomplishment Award” in the subject lines of both emails.
