Dr. Gideon “Guy” Livingston Scholarship 

of Phi Tau Sigma 
The Dr. Gideon “Guy” Livingston Scholarship of Phi Tau Sigma shall be given to a student Member of Phi Tau Sigma in honor of the founder of Phi Tau Sigma, and to acknowledge that student’s scholastic achievements and dedication to Phi Tau Sigma.
This scholarship is based on the Dr. Gideon “Guy” Livingston Scholarship Endowment.  Therefore, the scholarship amount will be determined annually by the Board of Directors of Phi Tau Sigma, with a disbursement of at least $1000, but no greater than the annual interest on the endowment (i.e., not the principal itself).  
Candidates (nominees) shall have been a student Member in good standing of Phi Tau Sigma for at least 1 year by the time of awarding.  Nominees shall be students during the administrative year of the nomination, and for the semester in which they use the funds.
Nominators shall be two (2) Phi Tau Sigma Members in good standing, at least one of which shall be a professional Member.  There shall be no self-nominations. Nomination emails shall come from one of the nominators, with the other nominator copied.
“Members in good standing” are defined by the Phi Tau Sigma Constitution as “those whose dues are paid up-to-date.” [Article II – Membership, Section 2, Member.]  
Nominations shall include the Nomination Form (below), and a Nomination Statement of not more than 1500 words, describing the contributions of the nominee to their scholastic program, and to Phi Tau Sigma.  Material in the Nomination Statement in excess of the word limit shall not be considered in the evaluation process.
The nomination statement shall include the student’s:

1. Grade or level, 

2. Thesis or dissertation title or topic, particularly if a graduate student

3. An explanation of the relevance and impact the student, and their research and/or career path will have,

4. Grade point average,

5. A statement of what sets this student above others scholastically,

6. A statement of this student’s contributions to Phi Tau Sigma with a listing, or discussion, of activities on the Chapter and/or National/International level(s),
7. Any other supporting relevant information.

The Nomination Form and Statement shall be submitted to the Chair of the Awards Committee, with a copy to the Executive Director, by email by February 1 of each year.  A photograph (optional but encouraged), and 2 to 3 paragraph Summary of the nomination statement (in Word), both suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter, shall be sent to the Executive Director by the same date. Please write “Dr. Gideon Livingston Scholarship” in the subject lines of both emails.

Background:
In 1953, Dr. Gideon “Guy” Livingston asked 3 Ph.D. graduate students: William D. Powrie, Milton Baldauf and Enio Feliciotti, to establish an Honor Society, based on the Evening Discussion Group that Bill Powrie had started which brought in outside speakers in the field. Thus Phi Tau Sigma, The Honor Society of Food Science and Technology, was formed with the assistance of six graduate students: M. P. Baldauf, R.V. Decareau, E. Feliciotti, W.D. Powrie, M.A. Steinberg, and D.E. Westcott, and the oversight of Dr. Livingston, who served as the first president.  
Phi Tau Sigma was incorporated in Massachusetts so is a non-profit 501(c) (3) charitable organization.  Therefore, contributions are tax deductible to the extent provided by law.
The goals of Phi Tau Sigma include:
~ To recognize and honor professional achievements of food scientists and technologists; 

~ To encourage the application of fundamental scientific principles to food science and technology in each of its branches, 

~ To stimulate the exchange of scientific knowledge through meetings, lectures, and publications, 

~ To establish and maintain a network of like-minded professionals, and 

~ To promote exclusively charitable, scientific, literary and educational programs.
