The Dr. Daryl B. & Mrs. Dawn L. Lund Student International Scholarship of Phi Tau Sigma, The Honor Society of Food Science and Technology, shall be given to a student Member of Phi Tau Sigma to supplement international travel for educational purposes.  The award is presented to honor the commitment of Dr. and Mrs. Lund to international development and relations.
The scholarship honorarium is based on the Dr. Daryl B. & Mrs. Dawn L. Lund Student International Scholarship Endowment, and is $2,000.

Candidates (nominees) shall have been a student Member in good standing of Phi Tau Sigma for at least 1 year by the time of awarding.  Nominees shall be students during the administrative year of the nomination, although may have graduated by the presentation of the award.  Therefore, students who graduate in December or Spring of an academic year are eligible for nomination during that academic year. Nomination emails shall come from one of the nominators, with the other nominator copied.
Nominators shall be two (2) Phi Tau Sigma Members in good standing, at least one of which shall be a professional Member.  There shall be no self-nominations. Nomination emails shall come from one of the nominators, with the other nominator copied.
“Members in good standing” are defined by the Phi Tau Sigma Constitution as “those whose dues are paid up-to-date.” [Article II – Membership, Section 2, Member.]  
Appropriate international education opportunities are defined as an activity that involves the international travel of a student Member for the primary purpose of food science education.  (Examples include: study, research, or internship opportunities, as well as attendance at meetings that are international for the student for the purpose of presenting their research findings.)  Funds cannot be used to support broad collective activities (e.g., graduate student mixer at an international location/meeting; group travel for study abroad).  
Funds are to be awarded to one, or more individuals per year, depending on incoming funds.  The Award Committee may decline to present the award in any given year, at their discretion.  
Funds are intended to provide supplemental support.  A listing of the sources and amounts of the balance of the financial support required for the student(s)’s international activities may be requested.  This information is required if the nominee considers requesting additional funds.
The application deadline is November 30 with notification of the award made by January 2.  The funds will be dispersed to the student(s) once the trip has commenced. The Award Recipient will be recognized at the annual meeting of Phi Tau Sigma.
Nominations shall include the Nomination Form (below), and a Nomination Statement of not more than 2000 words, describing the contributions the international opportunity will have to the nominee’s scholastic program.  Also, describe the nominee’s contributions to Phi Tau Sigma.  Material in the Nomination Statement in excess of the word limit shall not be considered in the evaluation process.
The nomination statement shall include the student’s:

1. Grade or level, 

2. Thesis or dissertation title or topic, particularly if a graduate student

3. An explanation of the relevance and impact the international opportunity will have,

4. Grade point average,

5. A statement of what sets this student above others scholastically,

6. A statement of this student’s contributions to Phi Tau Sigma with a listing, or discussion, of activities on the Chapter and/or National/International level(s),
7. International travel plan, including the destination, proposed itinerary, educational objective, and status of current funding.

8. International contact information

9. Any other supporting relevant information.

The Nomination Form and Statement shall be submitted to the Chair of the Awards Committee, with a copy to the Executive Director, by email by February 1 of each year.  A photograph (optional but encouraged), and 2 to 3 paragraph Summary of the nomination statement (in Word), both suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter, shall be sent to the Executive Director by the same date. Please write “Dr. & Mrs. Lund Student International Travel Scholarship” in the subject lines of both emails.

Background:
Phi Tau Sigma recognizes Dr. Carl R. Fellers each year by providing an Award consisting of a plaque and $3,000, in his honor. It was his Department of Food Science at the University of Massachusetts that in 1953 established our Society. Dr. Fellers is honored by the namesake of this scholarship because of Dr. Feller’s many contributions to students, to the food industry, and to the profession of food science and technology. Dr. "Guy" Livingston, with the help of some graduate students, incorporate Phi Tau Sigma in Massachusetts. We recognize that Dr. Fellers is to be emulated because of his many contributions to students and to the food industry. Phi Tau Sigma also recognizes the contribution of Dr. Livingston for actually forming the first Chapter and forming the corporation. Both men played a significant role in the establishment of Phi Tau Sigma.

There is a third individual, without whose efforts, Phi Tau Sigma would not have undergone its recent revitalization. Around 2006, as President of Phi Tau Sigma, he organized an ad hoc committee of past presidents, to begin the process of revitalization. He established a closer relationship with IFT to obtain greater stability of our Society. He had the IFT temporarily invest Phi Tau Sigma funds, provide technical support, and assist Phi Tau Sigma to better serve students by sponsoring poster competitions. He found volunteers to help him form a duly elected Executive Committee (currently called Board of Directors), publish a monthly Newsletter, and develop a functioning, structured Society that conforms to the Constitution and By Laws of our incorporated Society. He has now led Phi Tau Sigma to become an equal partner with the IFT, striving to produce the best Food Scientists and Technologists in the world. His vision for Phi Tau Sigma, its Members, includes a Global perspective to food production, processing, distribution, safety, quality, nutrition, and all aspects of the essentials for the publics' well being. 

For his inspirational and lasting contribution, it is very appropriate that Dr. Daryl B. Lund, and Mrs. Dawn L. Lund, who accompanied Dr. Lund, and promoted students and international travel, be recognized, in perpetuity, by the establishment of a Phi Tau Sigma Scholarship in their names. The award, initially to be presented to no more than one deserving student Member, of Phi Tau Sigma, per year, shall consist of a plaque, and $2,000 to help support the student seeking international experience in industry, academia, regulatory agencies, or food production. The funding of the Dr. Daryl B. & Mrs. Dawn L. Lund Student International Scholarship, will originate from sponsors who share the belief that our student Members will benefit greatly by the foreign experience. In the event adequate sponsors are not available, the Scholarship will be supported by the general fund of Phi Tau Sigma, for one student Member, if the committee chooses to present one. Once Sponsors recognize the benefits of this Scholarship, and accordingly provide sufficient funding to support numerous student Members each year, the Awards Committee will, upon a majority vote, support as many student Members as they deem qualified, and who fulfill the requirements of the Award. One requirement is that the student Member can be expected to bring Honor to Phi Tau Sigma. The Scholarship will be presented at the Annual Awards Ceremony of Phi Tau Sigma. 

The Dr. Daryl B. & Mrs. Dawn L. Lund Student International Scholarship is in recognition of his extraordinary effort in the revitalization of Phi Tau Sigma, which has been as significant a contribution to Phi Tau Sigma as those of the founding fathers. The Dr. Daryl B. & Mrs. Dawn L. Lund Student International Scholarship will encourage students to consider obtaining global experience.
