Food Regulation Scholarship
The Catherine Adams Hutt, Ph.D., R.D. and Peter Barton Hutt, LL.B., LL.M. Food Regulation Scholarship of Phi Tau Sigma shall be given to a student Member of Phi Tau Sigma who has shown exceptional scholastic achievement, a dedication to Phi Tau Sigma, and, very importantly, a strong documentable interest in food regulation as evidenced by course work, research, internships/work experience, and/or other food regulation accomplishments.
The Food Regulation Scholarship comes with a plaque and a $1000 honorarium.

Candidates (nominees) shall have been a student Member in good standing of Phi Tau Sigma for at least 1 year by the time of awarding.  Nominees shall be students during the administrative year of the nomination, although may have graduated by the presentation of the scholarship.  Therefore, students who graduate in December or Spring of an academic year are eligible for nomination during that academic year.
Nominators shall be two (2) Phi Tau Sigma Members in good standing, at least one of which shall be a professional Member.  There shall be no self-nominations. Nomination emails shall come from one of the nominators, with the other nominator copied.
“Members in good standing” are defined by the Phi Tau Sigma Constitution as “those whose dues are paid up-to-date.” [Article II – Membership, Section 2, Member.]  
The Catherine Adams Hutt, Ph.D. R.D. and Peter Barton Hutt, LL.B., LL.M. Food Regulation Scholarship shall be presented annually at the annual Phi Tau Sigma meeting.  
Nominations shall include the Nomination Form (below), and a Nomination Statement of not more than 1500 words, describing the contributions of the nominee to their scholastic program, and to Phi Tau Sigma, and emphasizing the student’s strong interest in food regulation.  Material in the Nomination Statement in excess of the word limit shall not be considered in the evaluation process.
The Nomination Statement shall include the student’s:

1. Grade or level (year in undergraduate or graduate program), 

2. Thesis or dissertation title or topic, particularly if a graduate student,
3. An explanation of the relevance and impact of the research project,
4. Grade point average (GPA),

5. A statement of what sets this student above others scholastically,

6. A statement of this student’s contributions to Phi Tau Sigma with a listing, or discussion, of activities on the Chapter and/or National/International level(s),
7. A statement describing the student’s strong, documentable interest in food regulation, as evidenced by course work, research, internships/work experience, and/or other food regulation accomplishments.
8. Any other supporting relevant information.

The Nomination Form and Statement shall be submitted to the Chair of the Awards Committee, with a copy to the Executive Director, by email by February 1 of each year.  A photograph (optional but encouraged), and 2 to 3 paragraph Summary of the nomination statement (in Word), both suitable for publication in the Phi Tau Sigma Newsletter, shall be sent to the Executive Director by the same date. Please write “Phi Tau Sigma Food Regulation Scholarship” in the subject lines of both emails.

Background: 

Catherine Adams Hutt, Ph.D., R.D.
Following a career in the public and private sectors, Dr. Adams Hutt launched a consulting firm and serves as President and CEO of RdR Solutions Consulting, specializing in food regulation, food safety, quality management, and nutrition science.  Dr. Adams Hutt serves frequently as an expert witness in legal cases.  She is also Chief Regulatory and Science Officer for Sloan Trends, a consumer trends firm.  

Catherine has had senior leadership roles in the public and private sectors. She led quality and food safety programs for Fortune 200 manufacturing and food service companies, including HJ Heinz, Campbell Soup Company and Tricon Restaurants, before they became YUM Brands. She was Chief Quality and Food Safety Officer for McDonald’s Corporation and Chief Quality Officer for Coors Brewing Company. Dr. Adams Hutt also led McDonald’s nutrition strategy. Prior to joining the public sector, Catherine was Assistant Administrator for the US Department of Agriculture Food Safety and Inspection Service, the regulatory agency for meat and poultry. There she led the global development for the principles of HACCP as we know it today, led the US Delegations for the Codex Food Hygiene Committee and Import and Export Certification Committee; and played key roles in the adoption of HACCP as a regulatory tool and the development of the Sanitary and Phytosanitary Standards for food, animal health, and plant health that are part of WTO agreements today. She has also worked as science representative for two Washington, D.C. trade associations, ILSI-Nutrition Foundation and the Grocery Manufacturers of America. 

Peter Barton Hutt, LL.B., LL.M. has been practicing food and drug law since 1960.  He has been a partner and is now senior counsel in the Washington, DC law firm of Covington & Burling LLP. 

From 1971 to 1975 Mr. Hutt was Chief Counsel for the Food and Drug Administration. During his tenure as FDA Chief Counsel, Mr. Hutt led the transformation of the agency from outdated law enforcement to modern administrative law. He promulgated regulations to implement the review of GRAS food ingredients, require nutrition labeling for half the food supply, to establish 1/16th of an inch as the standard type size for all mandatory food labeling, to place mandatory information in a specific information panel on a food label, to define “imitation” food, to establish the emergency permit controls for low acid canned food, and to modernize food standards; to implement the prescription drug requirements of the Drug Amendments of 1962 following a sweeping victory in four Supreme Court cases, and to create the OTC Drug Review for nonprescription drugs, and to establish the FDA policy that an approved prescription drug may lawfully be prescribed for unapproved uses; to create a process for reevaluating the safety and effectiveness of all biological products that had been licensed since 1902; to rationalize the application of the Delaney Anticancer Clause to animal drugs using quantitative risk assessment; to require ingredient labeling for cosmetics and premarket safety substantiation for all cosmetic ingredients; and to prepare FDA for enactment of the Medical Device Amendments of 1976. He established the authority of FDA to promulgate binding substantive regulations in compliance with the Administrative Procedure Act, created the requirement of preambles for all proposed and final FDA regulations, initiated the use of guidelines (later renamed guidance) to establish informal FDA policy, and established the use of regulatory letters (later renamed warning letters) as an inexpensive and efficient enforcement approach. Just before leaving FDA, he wrote the comprehensive proposed procedural regulations that were subsequently promulgated in final form and govern all FDA administrative action to this day.

Every year since 1994, he has taught a full course on Food and Drug Law during Winter Term at Harvard Law School.  Teaching is a core passion and mission for Peter.  He is the co-author of the four editions of Food and Drug Law: Cases and Materials, is now working on the fifth edition, and has published more than 175 book chapters and articles on Food and Drug Law and on health policy. He has been a member of the National of Medicine since it was established in 1971 and serves on the Editorial Advisory Board of the Food and Drug Law Journal.
